Recently, he has written and filmed a series of lectures on the History and Philosophy of Economics which will be
made available as an open online course in partnership with the Institute for New Economic Thinking.

His most recent publications include Money and Government (2018), What's Wrong with Economics?: A Primer for the

Perplexed (2020) and Economic Sanctions: A Weapon out of Control? (2022). He is currently working on a book about
automation and the future of work.
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
